| & J being the same letter; similarly U & V.) Therefore B+A+C+H = 14, and J+S+B+A+C+H = 41 (which is
appropriate for a musician who could compose music backwards as well as forwards), This chorale prelude is full
of 14s and 41s, and the final cadence, with 9, 18 and 2 notes, spells JSB.
